REQUIREMENTS
1.  Work should express a religious or spiritual quality.  A note of explanation may be attached for the juror’s 

use.
2.  All works must be dry and ready for presentation.
3.  Two dimensional work must be framed and ready to hang with proper hangers and wire.
4.  No unframed glass will be accepted.
5.  Artwork must not have been entered in a previous Celebration show.
6.  No slides of artwork will be accepted.
7.  No prints will be accepted.  Original artwork only.

SALE OF WORK
Works may be sold.  FUMC Arts Council takes no commission.  Those works not for sale (NFS) must be so 
marked.

LIABILITY
Entries will be handled with all possible care.  FUMC will not be responsible for loss or damage from any cause 
whatsoever.
